(Gen 1:27)  So God created man in his own 
image, in the image of God created he him; 
male and female created he them.

male and female he created them.

(Gen 1:27)  So God created human beings, 
making them to be like himself. He created 
them male and female,

(Gen 5:21)  And Enoch lived sixty and five 
years, and begat Methuselah:

(Gen 5:21)  When Enoch had lived 65 years, he 
fathered Methuselah.

(Gen 5:21)  When Enoch was 65, he had a son, 
Methuselah.

(Gen 5:22)  And Enoch walked with God after 
he begat Methuselah three hundred years, 
and begat sons and daughters:

(Gen 5:22)  Enoch walked with God after he 
fathered Methuselah 300 years and had 
other sons and daughters.

(Gen 5:22)  After that, Enoch lived in 
fellowship with God for 300 years and had 
other children.

(Gen 5:23)  And all the days of Enoch were 
three hundred sixty and five years:

(Gen 5:23)  Thus all the days of Enoch were 
365 years.

(Gen 5:23)  He lived to be 365 years old.

(Gen 5:24)  And Enoch walked with God: and 
he was not; for God took him.

(Gen 5:24)  Enoch walked with God, and he 
was not, for God took him.

(Gen 5:24)  He spent his life in fellowship with 
God, and then he disappeared, because God 
took him away.

(1Ki 18:21)  And Elijah came unto all the 
people, and said, How long halt ye between 
two opinions? if the LORD be God, follow 
him: but if Baal, then follow him. And the 
people answered him not a word.

(1Ki 18:21)  And Elijah came near to all the 
people and said, "How long will you go 
limping between two different opinions? If 
the LORD is God, follow him; but if Baal, 
then follow him." And the people did not 
answer him a word.

(1Ki 18:21)  Elijah went up to the people and 
said, "How much longer will it take you to 
make up your minds? If the LORD is God, 
worship him; but if Baal is God, worship 
him!" But the people didn't say a word.

(2Ki 2:1)  And it came to pass, when the LORD 
would take up Elijah into heaven by a 
whirlwind, that Elijah went with Elisha from 
Gilgal.

Elijah and Elisha 
stopped by the river, and the fifty prophets 
stood a short distance away.

(2Ki 2:8)  And Elijah took his mantle, and 
wrapped it together, and smote the waters, 
and they were divided hither and thither, so 
that they two went over on dry ground.

(2Ki 2:8)  Then Elijah took his cloak and 
rolled it up and struck the water, and the 
water was parted to the one side and to the 
other, till the two of them could go over on 
dry ground.

(2Ki 2:8)  Then Elijah took off his cloak, rolled 
it up, and struck the water with it; the water 
divided, and he and Elisha crossed to the 
other side on dry ground.

(2Ki 2:9)  And it came to pass, when they were 
gone over, that Elijah said unto Elisha, Ask 
what I shall do for thee, before I be taken 
away from thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, 
let a double portion of thy spirit be upon me.

(2Ki 2:9)  When they had crossed, Elijah said 
to Elisha, "Ask what I shall do for you, before 
I am taken from you." And Elisha said, 
"Please let there be a double portion of your 
spirit on me."

(2Ki 2:9)  There, Elijah said to Elisha, "Tell me 
what you want me to do for you before I am 
taken away." "Let me receive the share of 
your power that will make me your 
successor," Elisha answered.

(2Ki 2:10)  And he said, Thou hast asked a 
hard thing: nevertheless, if thou see me 
when I am taken from thee, it shall be so 
unto thee; but if not, it shall not be so.

(2Ki 2:10)  And he said, "You have asked a 
hard thing; yet, if you see me as I am being 
taken from you, it shall be so for you, but if 
you do not see me, it shall not be so."

(2Ki 2:10)  "That is a difficult request to 
grant," Elijah replied. "But you will receive it 
if you see me as I am being taken away from 
you; if you don't see me, you won't receive it."

(2Ki 2:11)  And it came to pass, as they still 
went on, and talked, that, behold, there 
appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, 
and parted them both asunder; and Elijah 
went up by a whirlwind into heaven.

(Psa 26:1)  Declare me innocent, O LORD, 
because I do what is right and trust you 
completely.

(1Co 15:1)  Moreover, brethren, I declare unto 
you the gospel which I preached unto you, 
which also ye have received, and wherein ye 
stand;

(1Co 15:1)  And now I want to remind you, my 
friends, of the Good News which I preached 
to you, which you received, and on which 
your faith stands firm.

(1Co 15:3)  For I delivered unto you first of all 
that which I also received, how that Christ 
died for our sins according to the scriptures;

(1Co 15:3)  For I delivered to you as of first 
importance what I also received: that Christ 
died for our sins in accordance with the 
Scriptures,

(1Co 15:3)  I passed on to you what I received, 
which is of the greatest importance: that 
Christ died for our sins, as written in the 
Scriptures;

(1Co 15:4)  And that he was buried, and that 
he rose again the third day according to the 
scriptures:

(1Co 15:4)  that he was buried, that he was 
raised on the third day in accordance with 
the Scriptures,

(1Co 15:4)  that he was buried and that he was 
raised to life three days later, as written in 
the Scriptures;

(1Co 15:5)  And that he was seen of Cephas, 
then of the twelve:

(1Co 15:5)  and that he appeared to Cephas, 
then to the twelve.

(1Co 15:5)  that he appeared to Peter and then 
to all twelve apostles.

(1Co 15:6)  After that, he was seen of above 
five hundred brethren at once; of whom the 
greater part remain unto this present, but 
some are fallen asleep.

(1Co 15:6)  Then he appeared to more than five 
hundred brothers at one time, most of whom 
are still alive, though some have fallen 
asleep.

(1Co 15:6)  Then he appeared to more than five 
hundred of his followers at once, most of 
whom are still alive, although some have 
died.

(1Co 15:7)  After that, he was seen of James; 
then of all the apostles.

(1Co 15:7)  Then he appeared to James, then to 
all the apostles.

(1Co 15:7)  Then he appeared to James, and 
afterward to all the apostles.

(2Co 3:18)  But we all, with open face 
beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, 
are changed into the same image from glory 
to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.

(2Co 3:18)  And we all, with unveiled face, 
beholding the glory of the Lord, are being 
transformed into the same image from one 
degree of glory to another. For this comes 
from the Lord who is the Spirit.

(Gal 5:17)  For the desires of the flesh are 
against the Spirit, and the desires of the 
Spirit are against the flesh, for these are 
opposed to each other, to keep you from 
doing the things you want to do.

(Gal 5:17)  For what our human nature wants 
is opposed to what the Spirit wants, and what 
the Spirit wants is opposed to what our 
human nature wants. These two are enemies, 
and this means that you cannot do what you 
want to do.

(Gal 5:22)  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, 
joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, 
goodness, faith,

(Gal 5:22)  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, 
joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, 
faithfulness,

(Gal 5:22)  But the Spirit produces love, joy, 
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, 
faithfulness,

(Gal 5:23)  Meekness, temperance: against 
such there is no law.

(Gal 5:23)  gentleness, self-control; against 
such things there is no law.

(Gal 5:23)  humility, and self-control. There is 
no law against such things as these.

(Gal 5:25)  If we live in the Spirit, let us also 
walk in the Spirit.

(Gal 5:25)  If we live by the Spirit, let us also 
walk by the Spirit.

(Gal 5:25)  The Spirit has given us life; he 
must also control our lives.

(Eph 4:1)  I therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, 
beseech you that ye walk worthy of the 
vocation wherewith ye are called,

(Eph 4:1)  I therefore, a prisoner for the Lord, 
urge you to walk in a manner worthy of the 
calling to which you have been called,

(Eph 4:1)  I urge you, then—I who am a 
prisoner because I serve the Lord: live a life 
that measures up to the standard God set 
when he called you.

(Eph 4:2)  With all lowliness and meekness, 
with longsuffering, forbearing one another in 
love;

(Eph 4:2)  with all humility and gentleness, 
with patience, bearing with one another in 
love,

(Eph 4:2)  Be always humble, gentle, and 
patient. Show your love by being tolerant 
with one another.

(Eph 4:3)  Endeavouring to keep the unity of 
the Spirit in the bond of peace.

(Eph 4:3)  eager to maintain the unity of the 
Spirit in the bond of peace.

(Eph 4:3)  Do your best to preserve the unity 
which the Spirit gives by means of the peace 
that binds you together.

(Eph 4:17)  This I say therefore, and testify in 
the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not as 

(Eph 4:17)  Now this I say and testify in the 
Lord, that you must no longer walk as the 

(Eph 4:17)  In the Lord's name, then, I warn 
you: do not continue to live like the heathen, 
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other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their 
mind,

Gentiles do, in the futility of their minds. whose thoughts are worthless

(Eph 4:18)  Having the understanding 
darkened, being alienated from the life of 
God through the ignorance that is in them, 
because of the blindness of their heart:

(Eph 4:18)  They are darkened in their 
understanding, alienated from the life of God 
because of the ignorance that is in them, due 
to their hardness of heart.

(Eph 4:18)  and whose minds are in the dark. 
They have no part in the life that God gives, 
for they are completely ignorant and 
stubborn.

(Eph 4:24)  And that ye put on the new man, 
which after God is created in righteousness 
and true holiness.

(Eph 4:24)  and to put on the new self, created 
after the likeness of God in true 
righteousness and holiness.

(Eph 4:24)  and you must put on the new self, 
which is created in God's likeness and reveals 
itself in the true life that is upright and holy.

(Col 3:2)  Set your affection on things above, 
not on things on the earth.

(Col 3:2)  Set your minds on things that are 
above, not on things that are on earth.

(Col 3:2)  Keep your minds fixed on things 
there, not on things here on earth.

(Col 3:9)  Lie not one to another, seeing that 
ye have put off the old man with his deeds;

(Col 3:9)  Do not lie to one another, seeing 
that you have put off the old self with its 
practices

(Col 3:9)  Do not lie to one another, for you 
have put off the old self with its habits

(Col 3:10)  And have put on the new man, 
which is renewed in knowledge after the 
image of him that created him:

(Col 3:10)  and have put on the new self, which 
is being renewed in knowledge after the 
image of its creator.

(Col 3:10)  and have put on the new self. This 
is the new being which God, its Creator, is 
constantly renewing in his own image, in 
order to bring you to a full knowledge of 
himself.

(Heb 11:5)  By faith Enoch was translated that 
he should not see death; and was not found, 
because God had translated him: for before 
his translation he had this testimony, that he 
pleased God.

(Heb 11:5)  By faith Enoch was taken up so 
that he should not see death, and he was not 
found, because God had taken him. Now 
before he was taken he was commended as 
having pleased God.

(Heb 11:5)  It was faith that kept Enoch from 
dying. Instead, he was taken up to God, and 
nobody could find him, because God had 
taken him up. The scripture says that before 
Enoch was taken up, he had pleased God.

(1Jn 3:2)  Beloved, now are we the sons of 
God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 
be: but we know that, when he shall appear, 
we shall be like him; for we shall see him as 
he is.

(1Jn 3:2)  Beloved, we are God's children now, 
and what we will be has not yet appeared; 
but we know that when he appears we shall 
be like him, because we shall see him as he is.

(1Jn 3:2)  My dear friends, we are now God's 
children, but it is not yet clear what we shall 
become. But we know that when Christ 
appears, we shall be like him, because we 
shall see him as he really is.
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
