(Mat 12:28) No, it is not Beelzebul, but God's
Spirit, who gives me the power to drive out
demons, which proves that the Kingdom of
God has already come upon you.

(Mat 14:22) Then Jesus made the disciples get
into the boat and go on ahead to the other
side of the lake, while he sent the people
away.

(Mat 14:23) After sending the people away, he
went up a hill by himself to pray. When
evening came, Jesus was there alone;

(Mat 14:24) and by this time the boat was far
out in the lake, tossed about by the waves,
because the wind was blowing against it.

(Mat 14:25) Between three and six o'clock in
the morning Jesus came to the disciples,
walking on the water.
