(Psa 24:3)  Who shall ascend into the hill of 
the LORD? or who shall stand in his holy 
place?

(Psa 24:3)  Who shall ascend the hill of the 
LORD? And who shall stand in his holy 
place?

(Psa 24:3)  Who has the right to go up the 
LORD's hill? Who may enter his holy 
Temple?

(Psa 24:4)  He that hath clean hands, and a 
pure heart; who hath not lifted up his soul 
unto vanity, nor sworn deceitfully.

(Mat 3:7)  When John saw many Pharisees 
and Sadducees coming to him to be baptized, 
he said to them, "You snakes—who told you 
that you could escape from the punishment 
God is about to send?

(Mat 3:8)  Bring forth therefore fruits meet for 
repentance:

(Mat 3:8)  Bear fruit in keeping with 
repentance.

(Mat 3:8)  Do those things that will show that 
you have turned from your sins.

(Mat 3:11)  I indeed baptize you with water 
unto repentance: but he that cometh after me 
is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not 
worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the 
Holy Ghost, and with fire:

(Mat 3:11)  "I baptize you with water for 
repentance, but he who is coming after me is 
mightier than I, whose sandals I am not 
worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the 
Holy Spirit and fire.

(Mat 3:11)  I baptize you with water to show 
that you have repented, but the one who will 
come after me will baptize you with the Holy 
Spirit and fire. He is much greater than I am; 
and I am not good enough even to carry his 
sandals.

(Mat 3:13)  Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to 
Jordan unto John, to be baptized of him.

(Mat 3:13)  Then Jesus came from Galilee to 
the Jordan to John, to be baptized by him.

(Mat 3:13)  At that time Jesus arrived from 
Galilee and came to John at the Jordan to be 
baptized by him.

(Mat 3:14)  But John forbad him, saying, I 
have need to be baptized of thee, and comest 
thou to me?

(Mat 3:14)  John would have prevented him, 
saying, "I need to be baptized by you, and do 
you come to me?"

(Mat 3:14)  But John tried to make him change 
his mind. "I ought to be baptized by you," 
John said, "and yet you have come to me!"

(Mat 3:15)  And Jesus answering said unto 
him, Suffer it to be so now: for thus it 
becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. Then 
he suffered him.

(Luk 17:12)  He was going into a village when 
he was met by ten men suffering from a 
dreaded skin disease. They stood at a 
distance

(Luk 17:13)  And they lifted up their voices, 
and said, Jesus, Master, have mercy on us.

(Luk 17:13)  and lifted up their voices, saying, 
"Jesus, Master, have mercy on us."

(Luk 17:13)  and shouted, "Jesus! Master! 
Have pity on us!"

(Luk 17:14)  And when he saw them, he said 
unto them, Go shew yourselves unto the 
priests. And it came to pass, that, as they 
went, they were cleansed.

(Luk 23:50)  And, behold, there was a man 
named Joseph, a counsellor; and he was a 
good man, and a just:

Joseph, from the Jewish town of Arimathea. 
He was a member of the council, a good and 
righteous man,

from Arimathea, a town in Judea. He was a 
good and honorable man, 

(Luk 23:52)  This man went unto Pilate, and 
begged the body of Jesus.

remember how he spake unto you when he 
was yet in Galilee,

in Galilee:

(Joh 13:3)  Jesus knowing that the Father had 
given all things into his hands, and that he 
was come from God, and went to God;
