(1Co 2:10) these things God has revealed to us
through the Spirit. For the Spirit searches
everything, even the depths of God.

(Gal 5:16) But I say, walk by the Spirit, and
you will not gratify the desires of the flesh.

(Gal 6:8) For the one who sows to his own
flesh will from the flesh reap corruption, but
the one who sows to the Spirit will from the
Spirit reap eternal life.

(Heb 10:35) Therefore do not throw away
your confidence, which has a great reward.

(Heb 10:38) but my righteous one shall live by
faith, and if he shrinks back, my soul has no
pleasure in him."

(Heb 11:8) By faith Abraham obeyed when he
was called to go out to a place that he was to
receive as an inheritance. And he went out,
not knowing where he was going.

(Heb 11:11) By faith Sarah herself received
power to conceive, even when she was past
the age, since she considered him faithful
who had promised.

(Heb 11:12) Therefore from one man, and him
as good as dead, were born descendants as
many as the stars of heaven and as many as
the innumerable grains of sand by the
seashore.

(1Co 2:10) But it was to us that God made
known his secret by means of his Spirit. The
Spirit searches everything, even the hidden
depths of God's purposes.

(Gal 5:16) What I say is this: let the Spirit
direct your lives, and you will not satisfy the
desires of the human nature.

(Gal 6:8) If you plant in the field of your
natural desires, from it you will gather the
harvest of death; if you plant in the field of
the Spirit, from the Spirit you will gather the
harvest of eternal life.

(Heb 10:35) Do not lose your courage, then,
because it brings with it a great reward.

(Heb 10:38) My righteous people, however,
will believe and live; but if any of them turns
back, I will not be pleased with them."

(Heb 11:8) It was faith that made Abraham
obey when God called him to go out to a
country which God had promised to give
him.

(Heb 11:11) It was faith that made Abraham
able to become a father, even though he was
too old and Sarah herself could not have
children. He trusted God to keep his promise.

(Heb 11:12) Though Abraham was practically
dead, from this one man came as many
descendants as there are stars in the sky, as
many as the numberless grains of sand on
the seashore.
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
