(1Sa 16:13) Then Samuel took the horn of oil,
and anointed him in the midst of his
brethren: and the Spirit of the LORD came
upon David from that day forward. So
Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah.

(1Sa 17:4) And there went out a champion out
of the camp of the Philistines, named
Goliath, of Gath, whose height was six cubits
and a span.

(1Sa 17:8) And he stood and cried unto the
armies of Israel, and said unto them, Why
are ye come out to set your battle in array?
am not I a Philistine, and ye servants to
Saul? choose you a man for you, and let him
come down to me.

(1Sa 17:10) And the Philistine said, I defy the
armies of Israel this day; give me a man, that
we may fight together.

(1Sa 17:11) When Saul and all Israel heard
those words of the Philistine, they were
dismayed, and greatly afraid.

(1Sa 17:32) And David said to Saul, Let no
man's heart fail because of him; thy servant
will go and fight with this Philistine.

(1Sa 17:40) And he took his staff in his hand,
and chose him five smooth stones out of the
brook, and put them in a shepherd's bag
which he had, even in a scrip; and his sling
was in his hand: and he drew near to the
Philistine.

(1Sa 17:45) Then said David to the Philistine,
Thou comest to me with a sword, and with a
spear, and with a shield: but I come to thee in

(1Sa 17:4) And there came out from the camp
of the Philistines a champion named Goliath
of Gath, whose height was six cubits and a
span.

(1Sa 17:8) He stood and shouted to the ranks
of Israel, "Why have you come out to draw up
for battle? Am I not a Philistine, and are you
not servants of Saul? Choose a man for
yourselves, and let him come down to me.

(1Sa 17:10) And the Philistine said, "I defy the
ranks of Israel this day. Give me a man, that
we may fight together."

(1Sa 17:11) When Saul and all Israel heard
these words of the Philistine, they were
dismayed and greatly afraid.

(1Sa 17:32) And David said to Saul, "Let no
man's heart fail because of him. Your servant
will go and fight with this Philistine."

(1Sa 17:40) Then he took his staff in his hand
and chose five smooth stones from the brook
and put them in his shepherd's pouch. His
sling was in his hand, and he approached the
Philistine.

(1Sa 17:45) Then David said to the Philistine,

(1Sa 16:11) Then he asked him, "Do you have
any more sons?" Jesse answered, "There is
still the youngest, but he is out taking care of
the sheep." "Tell him to come here," Samuel
said. "We won't offer the sacrifice until he
comes."

(1Sa 16:12) So Jesse sent for him. He was a
handsome, healthy young man, and his eyes
sparkled. The LORD said to Samuel, "This is
the one—anoint him!"

(1Sa 16:13) Samuel took the olive oil and
anointed David in front of his brothers.
Immediately the spirit of the LORD took
control of David and was with him from that
day on. Then Samuel returned to Ramah.

(1Sa 17:4) A man named Goliath, from the city
of Gath, came out from the Philistine camp to
challenge the Israelites. He was over nine
feet tall

(1Sa 17:8) Goliath stood and shouted at the
Israelites, "What are you doing there, lined
up for battle? I am a Philistine, you slaves of
Saul! Choose one of your men to fight me.

(1Sa 17:10) Here and now I challenge the
Israelite army. I dare you to pick someone to
fight me!"

(1Sa 17:11) When Saul and his men heard this,
they were terrified.

(1Sa 17:32) David said to Saul, "Your Majesty,
no one should be afraid of this Philistine! I
will go and fight him."

(1Sa 17:40) He took his shepherd's stick and
then picked up five smooth stones from the
stream and put them in his bag. With his
sling ready, he went out to meet Goliath.

(1Sa 17:45) David answered, "You are coming
against me with sword, spear, and javelin,
but I come against you in the name of the
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the name of the LORD of hosts, the God of
the armies of Israel, whom thou hast defied.

(1Sa 17:50) So David prevailed over the
Philistine with a sling and with a stone, and
smote the Philistine, and slew him; but there
was no sword in the hand of David.

(2Sa 8:15) And David reigned over all Israel;
and David executed judgment and justice
unto all his people.

(2Sa 11:2) And it came to pass in an
eveningtide, that David arose from off his
bed, and walked upon the roof of the king's
house: and from the roof he saw a woman
washing herself; and the woman was very
beautiful to look upon.

(2Sa 11:2) It happened, late one afternoon,
when David arose from his couch and was
walking on the roof of the king's house, that
he saw from the roof a woman bathing; and
the woman was very beautiful.

(2Sa 11:3) And David sent and inquired about
the woman. And one said, "Is not this
Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam, the wife of
Uriah the Hittite?"

(2Sa 16:5) When King David came to
Bahurim, there came out a man of the family
of the house of Saul, whose name was
Shimei, the son of Gera, and as he came he
cursed continually.

(2Sa 16:6) And he threw stones at David and
at all the servants of King David, and all the
people and all the mighty men were on his
right hand and on his left.

(2Sa 19:15) So the king came back to the
Jordan, and Judah came to Gilgal to meet the
king and to bring the king over the Jordan.

(2Sa 19:16) And Shimei the son of Gera, the
Benjaminite, from Bahurim, hurried to come
down with the men of Judah to meet King
David.

(2Sa 19:18) and they crossed the ford to bring
over the king's household and to do his
pleasure. And Shimei the son of Gera fell
down before the king, as he was about to
cross the Jordan,

(2Sa 19:19) and said to the king, "Let not my
lord hold me guilty or remember how your
servant did wrong on the day my lord the
king left Jerusalem. Do not let the king take
it to heart.
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LORD Almighty, the God of the Israelite
armies, which you have defied.

(1Sa 17:50) And so, without a sword, David
defeated and killed Goliath with a sling and a
stone!

(2Sa 8:15) David ruled over all of Israel and
made sure that his people were always
treated fairly and justly.

(2Sa 11:2) One day, late in the afternoon,
David got up from his nap and went to the
palace roof. As he walked around up there, he
saw a woman taking a bath in her house. She
was very beautiful.

(2Sa 11:3) So he sent a messenger to find out
who she was, and learned that she was
Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam and the
wife of Uriah the Hittite.

(2Sa 11:4) David sent messengers to get her;
they brought her to him and he made love to
her. (She had just finished her monthly ritual
of purification.) Then she went back home.

(2Sa 12:1) The LORD sent the prophet Nathan
to David.

(2Sa 16:5) When King David arrived at
Bahurim, one of Saul's relatives, Shimei son
of Gera, came out to meet him, cursing him
as he came.

(2Sa 16:6) Shimei started throwing stones at
David and his officials, even though David
was surrounded by his men and his
bodyguards.

(2Sa 19:15) On his way back the king was met
at the Jordan River by the men of Judah,
who had come to Gilgal to escort him across
the river.

(2Sa 19:16) At the same time the Benjaminite
Shimei son of Gera from Bahurim hurried to
the Jordan to meet King David.

(2Sa 19:18) They crossed the river to escort
the royal party across and to do whatever the
king wanted. As the king was getting ready to
cross, Shimei threw himself down in front of
him

(2Sa 19:19) and said, "Your Majesty, please
forget the wrong I did that day you left
Jerusalem. Don't hold it against me or think
about it any more.
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(2Sa 19:20) For thy servant doth know that I
have sinned: therefore, behold, I am come
the first this day of all the house of Joseph to
go down to meet my lord the king.

(2Sa 19:21) But Abishai the son of Zeruiah
answered and said, Shall not Shimei be put
to death for this, because he cursed the
LORD'S anointed?

(2Sa 19:22) And David said, What have I to do
with you, ye sons of Zeruiah, that ye should
this day be adversaries unto me? shall there
any man be put to death this day in Israel?
for do not I know that I am this day king over
Israel?

(2Sa 19:23) Therefore the king said unto
Shimei, Thou shalt not die. And the king
sware unto him.

(1Ki 15:5) Because David did that which was
right in the eyes of the LORD, and turned not
aside from any thing that he commanded
him all the days of his life, save only in the
matter of Uriah the Hittite.

(Psa 36:7) How excellent is thy
lovingkindness, O God! therefore the
children of men put their trust under the
shadow of thy wings.
