(Joh 6:63)  It is the spirit that quickeneth; the 
flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I 
speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are 
life.

(Joh 6:63)  It is the Spirit who gives life; the 
flesh is no help at all. The words that I have 
spoken to you are spirit and life.

(Joh 6:63)  What gives life is God's Spirit; 
human power is of no use at all. The words I 
have spoken to you bring God's life-giving 
Spirit.

(Rom 8:5)  For they that are after the flesh do 
mind the things of the flesh; but they that are 
after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.

(Rom 8:5)  For those who live according to the 
flesh set their minds on the things of the 
flesh, but those who live according to the 
Spirit set their minds on the things of the 
Spirit.

(Rom 8:5)  Those who live as their human 
nature tells them to, have their minds 
controlled by what human nature wants. 
Those who live as the Spirit tells them to, 
have their minds controlled by what the 
Spirit wants.

(Rom 8:8)  So then they that are in the flesh 
cannot please God.

(Rom 8:8)  Those who are in the flesh cannot 
please God.

(Rom 8:8)  Those who obey their human 
nature cannot please God.

(Rom 8:9)  But ye are not in the flesh, but in 
the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell 
in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of 
Christ, he is none of his.

(Rom 8:9)  You, however, are not in the flesh 
but in the Spirit, if in fact the Spirit of God 
dwells in you.

(1Co 2:5)  That your faith should not stand in 
the wisdom of men, but in the power of God.

(1Co 2:5)  that your faith might not rest in the 
wisdom of men but in the power of God.

(1Co 2:5)  Your faith, then, does not rest on 
human wisdom but on God's power.

(1Co 2:9)  But as it is written, Eye hath not 
seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered 
into the heart of man, the things which God 
hath prepared for them that love him.

(1Co 2:9)  But, as it is written, "What no eye

(1Co 2:11)  For what man knoweth the things 
of a man, save the spirit of man which is in 
him? even so the things of God knoweth no 
man, but the Spirit of God.

(1Co 2:11)  For who knows a person's thoughts 
except the spirit of that person, which is in 
him? So also no one comprehends the 
thoughts of God except the Spirit of God.

(1Co 2:11)  It is only our own spirit within us 
that knows all about us; in the same way, 
only God's Spirit knows all about God.

(1Co 2:12)  Now we have received, not the 
spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of 
God; that we might know the things that are 
freely given to us of God.

(1Co 2:12)  We have not received this world's 
spirit; instead, we have received the Spirit 
sent by God, so that we may know all that 
God has given us.

(1Co 2:13)  Which things also we speak, not in 
the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but 
which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing 
spiritual things with spiritual.

(1Co 2:13)  And we impart this in words not 
taught by human wisdom but taught by the 
Spirit, interpreting spiritual truths to those 
who are spiritual.

(1Co 2:13)  So then, we do not speak in words 
taught by human wisdom, but in words 
taught by the Spirit, as we explain spiritual 
truths to those who have the Spirit.

(1Co 2:14)  But the natural man receiveth not 
the things of the Spirit of God: for they are 
foolishness unto him: neither can he know 
them, because they are spiritually discerned.

(1Co 2:14)  The natural person does not accept 
the things of the Spirit of God, for they are 
folly to him, and he is not able to understand 
them because they are spiritually discerned.

(1Co 2:14)  Whoever does not have the Spirit 
cannot receive the gifts that come from God's 
Spirit. Such a person really does not 
understand them, and they seem to be 
nonsense, because their value can be judged 
only on a spiritual basis.

(2Co 1:3)  Blessed be God, even the Father of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies, 
and the God of all comfort;

(2Co 1:3)  Blessed be the God and Father of
