  propositions.	
  
Truth	
  itself	
  cannot	
  be	
  reversed.	
  Error	
  is	
  reversed	
  by	
  Truth.	
  Therefore,	
  everything	
  
that	
  is,	
  is	
  put	
  back	
  into	
  Spirit.	
  And	
  the	
  four	
  self-­‐evident	
  propositions	
  show	
  how.	
  

All	
  that	
  we	
  see,	
  feel,	
  hear,	
  taste,	
  and	
  smell	
  is	
  put	
  back	
  into	
  Spirit.	
  Even	
  the	
  belief	
  
of	
  evil	
  when	
  reversed.	
  So	
  everything	
  is	
  governed	
  by	
  God,	
  Mind.	
  “God	
  is	
  All-­‐in-­‐all.	
  
God	
  is	
  good.	
  Good	
  is	
  Mind.	
  Spirit,	
  God,	
  being	
  all,	
  nothing	
  is	
  matter.	
  Life,	
  God,	
  
omnipotent	
  good	
  deny	
  evil,	
  sin,	
  disease,	
  death.”

  effect,	
  the	
  arguments	
  of	
  Truth	
  which	
  underlie	
  your	
  
own	
  declarations	
  and	
  realizations	
  of	
  reality.	
  Since	
  these	
  propositions	
  are	
  self-­‐
evident,	
  -­‐	
  require	
  no	
  proof	
  –	
  the	
  false	
  arguments	
  of	
  error	
  are	
  dismissed	
  by	
  Truth
